The hand-knit
items were made by female inmates who
knit for others while they are incarcer-
ated. New Hope Shelter also received a
bag of hand-knit scarves and wraps from
the same women that could be used as
welcoming gifts for new residents.

holiday meal for Thanksgiv-
ing, and then we show up
with our gifts.

• At the Congregational Meeting the revised documents will be dis-

tributed and time will be allowed for discussion and questions.

• Those already serving as the Nominating Committees for each

church for 2011 will serve as the Nominating Committee for Forest

Larger Parish Presbyterian Church.

Motion to instruct the Moderator of the Administrative Commis-

sion to prepare revised legal documents within the next 3 days

and present them to the Administrative Commission via email.
